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Provision of patient’s right to dignified and painless death: legal and ethical issues.
The article covers an ethically complicated and disputable problem of painless end of life provision for incurables and suffering patients. The problem is highlighted in accordance with the current legislation of Ukraine and other countries of the world. Special attention is dedicated to legal rules of the countries where execution of euthanasia is permitted by law. Main types of euthanasia (active and passive) are determined and characterised. Principal ethical forewarnings and legal prohibitions as to assistance of medical personnel in end of life for incurables and suffering patients are analysed. Author offers his own mechanism of execution of euthanasia.
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
